1. Nanzan University’s Three Policies
At Nanzan University, with the motto of “For Human Dignity,” all faculties and departments have three
policies: a Diploma Policy (covering the conferring of degrees), a Curriculum Policy (covering the content
and implementation of educational programs), and an Admissions Policy (covering the enrolment of
students).

2. Aims of the International Student Admissions

This is an entrance examination system designed for students who wish to enter our University’s

undergraduate courses as an international student who possesses a foreign nationality.
We accept applications from the students who wish to enter in the first year of a degree or transfer to our
courses from the second or third year of their degree. We examine the applicants’ Japanese language ability
to see if it is sufficient to cope with the curriculum, as they will be in the same program with other students
who have entered through the regular entrance examination process. First year of the faculty of Global
Liberal Studies sets the level at N3 of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test, while first year of other
faculties and second or third year of the all faculties use N1.

(b) The applicant shall turn the age of 18 by 31 March 2025, and shall have passed the examination to
verify academic ability which is set at a level equivalent to that achieved by completing 12 years of
formal school education in an overseas country.

(c) The applicant shall have attended secondary school in an overseas country for three years including
the final year, or shall be expected to do so, and shall have completed regular high school education
curriculum in an overseas country and have also completed the necessary preparatory education or a
curriculum made of the required subjects, provided at an institution designated by the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science & Technology (MEXT) for admissions to a university in Japan.

(d) The applicant shall have attended secondary school in an overseas country for three years including
the final year, or shall be expected to do so, and shall, in an overseas country, have completed a
course of study of at least 11 years that is recognized by MEXT as being the equivalent to completing
the requirements of secondary school education.

*Please be sure to inquire the Admissions Office in advance in case your applicant qualification comes
under (1)(D(d).
(@The applicant had not attended elementary and/or junior high school in Japan longer than four years
and six months.

(2) The applicant shall satisfy any of the following criteria:

(DThe applicant shall have obtained the International Baccalaureate Diploma awarded by the International
Baccalaureate Organization (IBO), the foundation based on the Swiss Civil Code.

@The applicant shall have obtained the qualification of Abitur at a level that satisfies university entry
requirements in the Federal Republic of Germany.

(3The applicant shall have obtained the qualification of Baccalauréat at a level that satisfies university entry
requirements in the Republic of France.

@The applicant shall have passed at least two subjects of the GCE (General Certificate of Education)
Advanced level that satisfies university entry requirements in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland.

<Second or third-year admissions (transfer from another institution)>

To be qualified to apply, the applicant must show that he/she is of foreign nationality and satisfies the
conditions of qualifications of either of the two subparts (1) or (2) set forth in the first-year admissions
conditions, and that he/she has been enrolled in a university in an overseas country for at least one year by
31 March 2025(or is expected to do so).
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Points to note regarding transfer from another institution

Depending on the credits that the applicant will have earned by March, 2025 and the results of
examination, it is possible that despite requesting admissions into the third year, permission may only be
granted into the second year.

In addition, if there are insufficient credits to be approved by the University, including credits earned by March
2025, there might be a case that the applicant who entered in his/her second year will be unable to
graduate in three years, and that the applicant who entered in his/her third year will be unable to graduate
in two years.

Points to note regarding applicant qualifications

For students wishing to enter at first-year level, the University will recognize the qualification to apply
if they have graduated without fulfilling the required years of education up to high school graduation,
because excellent grades allowed them to skip the curriculum of one year or to graduate early. However,
if the reasons that support their year skipping or early graduation were not stated on the academic
transcript or the graduation diploma (or the certificate stating that the applicant is expected to graduate),
please also submit a document from your school verifying this.

Education systems vary by country. So, if you are not sure whether your educational background
qualifies for the 12-year course of study, please check with the Japanese diplomatic mission that has
jurisdiction over the location of your school. Please inquire to the Admissions Office in advance if you
have any queries regarding your qualifications to apply.

If you have graduated or will graduate from a school in a foreign country, the educational program at
that school is not recognized as formal school education, and you may not be eligible to apply. Please
inquire to the Admissions Office in advance to confirm whether you can obtain a High School Diploma
from the school in question.

Note 4: Depending on the faculty, payment of cover society membership fee and other costs is required when
you enroll.

Note 5: Once paid, enrollment fees will not be returned for any reason. If, due to unforeseen circumstances, a
student needs to withdraw his or her application after the enrollment registration procedure has been
completed, the student in question must send a request for a return of fees signed by him or her and his
or her guarantor. The request must arrive on or before 31 March (Mon) 2025. In such a case, except for
the enrollment fees, the tuition fees and education enhancement fees will be returned. For details, please
check the Guide to Enrollment Procedures on the Website.
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11. Recognition of Credits (second or third-year entry transferring from another institution)

The University will approve up to 50 credits, if the student has graduated from an overseas
institution of higher education offering courses of at least two years in length, or if the student
has been enrolled in a university for at least two years and has earned at least 62 credits.

e Using the two methods explained above, the University will recognize the credits with the upper bound of
half of the total credits required for graduation in the faculty/department to which the student is enrolled.
An academic transcript and a copy of the syllabus are necessary when applying for recognition of credits.
Guidance will be given on any day from Friday, March 14, Monday, March 17, or Tuesday, March 18
2025 regarding the recognition of credits. (Should you have questions regarding the credit recognition,
contact the Academic Affairs Office.)

12. Pre-enrollment Guidance (for the faculty of Global Liberal Studies)

Applicants who have passed the examination and have completed the enrollment procedure, should, if at all
possible, participate in the Pre-enrollment Guidance event scheduled to be held on campus on Saturday,
December 14, 2024 and also work to complete any assignments allocated. Further details will be provided
with the notice sent out to those who pass the examination and live in Japan.

13. Disclosure of Examination Grades

Examinees’ personal information shall only be disclosed when the person in question requests that this
happen.

(1) Information to be disclosed:
Points scored in each subject in the examination and the evaluation of the interview.

(Disclosure requests postmarked on May 7 will be accepted.)
