In addition to what is indicated on the chart above, payments are also required for the
Enrollment of Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research
(PAS), Parents Association (Koenkai) Enrollment and Membership Fee, and the costs
related to the Alumni Association.

Those who have been selected as a candidate to receive a JASSO (Japan Student Services
Organization) <Grant-type Scholarship> and who submitted the documents required by
Nanzan University completely and without error will be asked to pay an amount at the
time of enrolment that reflects the reductions or waivers having been subtracted from
tuition fees to an extent that matches that person’s support category. However, with
regard to the enrolment fee, we require this to be paid in full at the time of enrolment, then
an amount equivalent to the reductions and/or waivers will be refunded once the student
has been admitted to Nanzan.

If documentation required by the University is not submitted at the time of enrolment
the full amount including the amount for any reductions and/or waivers should be
paid.
